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Reflective Response to an Article

The purpose of this assignment is for you to effectively summarize and personally respond to a relevant news article of your choice. The article you select should deal with a current issue at either the state, national, or world level. Some fairly good websites to search for articles include, but are not limited to, the following:

Newsweek.com/stories

Freep.com

Nytimes.com

Npr.org

Time.com/time
Any of these websites will allow you to view current news stories as well as search for articles from topics of interest to you. Be sure to print a copy of the article to be used for your response paper.

Here are the specific guidelines for the assignment:
1. Reflective article responses should be no more than two to three typed pages.
2. Your paper should be formatted according to the MLA format as illustrated in the Marlette Writing Guide.

3. Include a reference in MLA style at the top of the first page of your paper.

4. The content of your paper should include the following:

· Describe the article by providing a short restatement (around 150 words) of the contents of the article. Do not use direct quotes. You should summarize using your own words. Questions to consider are:

· What are the major points of the article?

· What are the relevant details?

· Analyze the information from the article through a discussion of your reaction on the topic. You may use “I” statements in this section of the paper. Questions to consider for this section are:
· What are the most important ideas in the article? Why?
· Is the author portraying both sides of the issue? Or is it biased? How?
· What is the overall main idea of the article?
· Reflect on your learning with a discussion of how information about the topic has contributed to your views or attitudes regarding the subject. You may use “I” statements in this section of the paper as well. Questions to consider for this section are:

· How has the article influenced or changed your thinking about the issue?

· Has the information from the article changed the way you think about the world?

· Any other comments you want to add.

5. This assignment is worth 100 points, and your grade for the assignment will be based on your description, analysis, and reflection of your article, as well as the writing mechanics (spelling, punctuation, grammar), and completeness (following directions).
